Neighborhood Map  Homework!

For this weekend’s homework, the first grade friends will need to create a map of their neighborhood.  The map should be created “As the Crow Flies” - - in other words - - from a bird’s perspective.  The class has been asked to include any nearby landmarks on their maps.  Neighbor houses, bodies of water (creeks, rivers, ponds, etc.), outbuildings, and places of business should be included on your map if they are near the area in which you live.  For example, my neighborhood map will include the three streets lined with houses, a farmer’s field, and the local gas station, bank, and fire station.  Use your best judgment when deciding how much to include.  

The map is DUE Monday, November 2, 2009.  
Your child will share their map with their classmates, and write about it.  They will also add them to their “My Maps” books.  So, the maps should be done neatly.
