1. Display the following letters on the board or in  your own pocket chart:

m, d, f, c, b, r, y
2. Have students sort the letters into two rows to indicate vowels and consonants.

3. Have students open up their Working with Words notebooks and date the page.

4. Have students record the vowels and consonants that are being used.

5. Begin activity by saying and working through the following series of directions:

· spell the word ‘my’
· change 1 letter in the word ‘my’ so that it spells the word ‘by’

· take the ‘b’ away and add 2 letters to spell the word ‘cry’

· change 1 letter in the word ‘cry’ so that it spells the word ‘dry’

· spell the word that is missing from this sentence - - 

the word will rhyme with dry and cry

“He  will  pan  ______  the  fish.”  

NOTE - -

As children use their letter tiles to spell/make/create the words, they record the words in their Working with Words notebooks (pencil).
