When writers try new ways of
saying things they are working on their WORD CHOICE. When writer's choose to use sensory words, or just right
verbs and adjectives, they are working on their WORD CHOICE. If a writer uses g ood WORD CHOICE in their
story, they are painting a picture in their audience's mind (connect to visualization strategy in reading).
